Call to order—Vice-President Chadene Carr called the
meeting to order at 7:30 pm.
Secretary’s Report—A quorum was established.  The
minutes from the November meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report—Jim Mathis reported that we are
approximately $18,000 below budget in POA expenses,
but approximately $107,000 over budget with capital

expenses due to the cost of flood repairs.  A detailed financial report was available at the
meeting and can be requested from the POA office.
Operations Manager’s Report—(See article on page 4).
Old Business:
Declaration of Restrictions—Chadene Carr proudly announced that the Amendment to
the Declaration of Restrictions has received the necessary votes to pass.  This major
accomplishment was applauded by the audience.
Country Club Update—Jim Perkins announced that the Country Club had losses of
$26,000 in October and $29,000 in November.  The Board approved a motion by Chadene
Carr to close the Country Club from January 10 until the evening of January 22nd.  During
this time the Country Club will be rewired for the updated computer system, cosmetic
changes will be made, employees will receive additional training, and workers will be
given a needed break from their hectic holiday schedule.
New Computer Hardware—The Board approved Jim Perkins’ motion to accept a non-
budgeted expense of $52,000 for hardware to accompany the NorthStar software system
and $2700 for a maintenance contract the 1st year and the potential of signing the 2nd year
contract for $8,000.  Retail Control Solution, Inc., located in Norcross, GA, will provide
this service.  This new computer system will allow the POA Office, the Country Club,
Golf Course and Marina to operate as one financial system.  Currently, they are independent
systems that do not “talk” to each other.
New Business:
Lot Management—(See separate article page 3).
Engineer—The motion to enter into a contract with Engineer Greg Dewberry for an
estimated total of $2000 to oversee the road repair at Lakeview and the Nature Trail was
approved.  The Board felt this was a major undertaking and they needed to be sure it was
done correctly.
Annual Common Vendor/Contractor Stickers—The Board approved the motion to
change the present three-tiered annual pass stickers for vendors and contractors to one fee
of $50, regardless of vehicle size. This is a slight increase for the small vehicles, which
most sticker purchases are.  This increase will cover the loss from the few large vehicle
stickers that were bought.
Villa Rican Newspaper—The Board approved the motion to end the agreement with the
Villa Rican Newspaper that allows them to throw newspapers in Fairfield Plantation.  The
papers will be available at the POA office instead.
Committee Reports:
Budget and Finance—Jim Perkins addressed the issue of next year’s assessment.  He
said his committee is looking at the past financial details as well as future needs. He said
the concerns are the $1,000,000 loan for the golf course purchase, the estimated $1,000,000
damage to the road and dam during the floods, the lack of a continuous maintenance
program on our road infrastructure, the prior losses on our Golf and Country Club and the
future projected losses.  In addition, there are many amenities that the community would
love to see that are in the Strategic Plan, e.g, completing the sidewalk system, rebuilding
the Marina, and expanding the walking trails. The Committee recognizes the tough economic
times that we are in and will be fiscally responsible in making sure that every dollar is
going for what is required to make Fairfield Plantation a financially sound community
before any money is spent for items that are “nice to haves.”
Community Patrol—John Demmitt announced that the SPA would not always escort
wreckers to and from Fairfield properties, if they have the necessary paperwork. Residents
should call Security, 911, and/or the Carroll County police if they notice suspicious persons
or activities.  Thefts have occurred mainly after 11:00pm.  He strongly urged residents
who suffer losses from their cars or residential property to make official police reports.
Roads and Maintenance—The committee has reviewed the status of the on-going road
repairs and made recommendations for the oversight of the Lakeview Parkway/Nature
Trail repair and the rehabilitation of the Nature Trail. They have decided to retain the
plastic water-filled barriers installed at the road repairs rather than install concrete barriers.

Lot Combination
    When John and Cathie Mourey ( South Bend Court) found that lot 2083 next to their
property was for sale, they jumped at the chance to buy it. Unfortunately they were not
aware of the Green Space in between the two lots and that 2083 was constantly under
water. They contacted the POA  1 1/2 years ago and offered many options.
    This year’s Lot Management Committee be came aware of the issue and immediately
evaluated the lot. From our evaluation it is unbuildable. It is also our policy not to sell, or
otherwise allow residents to have title to, or make personal renovations to Green Space
property. One of their offers was to deed the property back to Fairfield. The committee is
perfectly willing to accept any property that a resident may want to deed back to Fairfield
for $1, with the understanding that the lot will not necessarily be turned into Green Space
if the committee considers the lot to be buildable.
   The POA owns 223 lots of which 107 have clear title. We have some individuals interested
in buying the lots that are available, but we cannot sell them until we resolve two issues.
1. We have evaluated the lots and found nine that are unbuildable. If we work with the

county to change   their status to Green Space” we will receive a tax break. This in no
way restricts us in using these lots for parks or to help improve our drainage problems.
These lots would then fall under other committee within Fairfield Plantation for their
future use. The lots are: 1220, 1451, 1456, 1457, 2100,  2104, 2105 and 2114 as
Green Space subject to Environmental review as wetlands.

2.  In 1999 the Board passed a motion allowing “Lot Combinations”. If that motion had
not passed our revenues would be $$369,145 higher per year or we could have reduced
the assessment to $855/year for the same total revenue. In other words, the majority
of property owners have paid for the benefit of lot combinations for a few.
Combinations are occurring at the rate of 14 per year. If that rate continues, dues will
have to go up for the majority 3% over the next 5 years just to keep the same revenue
base. In addition, there are lots which the committee would like to sell for a small
amount of money to start the dues revenue coming in.  With the lot combination rule
in effect, the property owners adjoining those lots would immediately buy these lots
and combine them and prevent future building. This is not fair to the majority of
owners who do not have vacant lots adjacent to their property. We can do nothing
about lots which have already combined, but we can stop the bleeding .

At the January meeting, I will propose the rescinding of the “Lot Combination” motion.
Over the next month you can inform Board members as to how you feel about this issue
or to inform our committee of any combinations in progress.

A
proposal to recommend a reduced speed limit in Fairfield Plantation was withdrawn in
light of new efforts to rigidly enforce the existing speed limit.
Strategic Planning—The Board is currently reviewing the strategic plan summary.  It
should be on the website in February for property owners to review and give input.
Property Control—Lake boat house and seawall repairs at the 12 properties with major
problems after the flood continue at a steady pace.  Major changes in repairs are being
discussed with the Lakes and Dams committee to be sure they are in the best interest of the
community.
Community Relations—The website has been upgraded and additional material posted.
The committee will investigate the use of surveys to determine exactly which events are
attractive to residents, and how such events may best be communicated to residents.
Lakes and Dams—The committee is working with the Lake Management Co. to see what
changes can be made to improve Lake Ashley.  They are reviewing and adjusting rules
with Lake Patrol input.
Beautification—Lights have been installed at the reader boards at each gate entrance.  All
other projects are on hold due to flood expenses.
Recreation—Residents are encouraged to complete the Recreation Survey found on the
POA web page under “What’s New.”  Pat Grizzard encouraged interested residents to
meet with the committee at 5:30pm at the Country Club on the Wednesday before the
Monday Board Meeting.
Golf Course ---Pat Grizzard announced that the golf course has been closed a number of
days because of rain; also some routine spraying had to be postponed.
Executive Board --- Dana Hubbard announced that this committee has received a large
number of applications for managing the golf course and Country Club. The top three
choices will have face-to-face interviews.

            Closings/Collections
   There were a total of 12 property closings in Fairfield Plantation
during November. 15 homes under currently under construction.  Of
1,784 homes/condos within the community, 223 are occupied by
renters. Merino and Jarvis collected $5,759.51 past due assessments.
There are currently 591 accounts in collections with 378 being 3

years or older, 118 owing for two years and 95 owing this year’s assessments. While we
cannot predict next year’s assessment at this time, for those property owners who prefer
payment plans, please be advised that we welcome payments towards the 2010 assessments
at any time. These payments will be applied to your account and placed in the reserve
account for next year.  This will potentially give you five months to pay toward your next
year’s assessment.

Disaster Update and Recovery Plans
   Emergency repairs continue within the community as we expect this to carry on well
throughout this fiscal year and  into the next fiscal year. Our maintenance department
continues to discover and repair erosion and culvert issues throughout the community.
Fairfield Plantation is still waiting for a response from FEMA and SBA concerning our
eligibility for assistance. The POA has spent $262,358.24 (includes Lakeview at Nature
Trail) on unbudgeted repairs caused by the flood. The repair on Lakeview at the Nature
Trail will begin the first week in January with an estimated completion time of two weeks.
Tall Pine will remain on hold (due to the extensive cost of repair) until further notice.
Other items such as the Lake Ashley pier and Lake Scarlett dam pipe repair are expected
to be included in next year’s budget. Schnabel Engineering completed an erosion study by
drilling nine holes in various locations on the Lake Tara spillway to determine the depth in
which the drill would hit rock; the average depth was about 65 feet. Unfortunately, this
information does cause concern regarding erosion on the spillway. Soil samples were taken
to the lab and results are expected by mid January. Schnabel will submit the Lake Tara
spillway repair plan to the EPA by December 31.

   We are asking for volunteers to help clean up the Nature Trail. If you are interested,
please contact the POA Office. Each volunteer will be required to sign a waiver indemnifying
the Asociation. Dates and times of the clean-up efforts will be announced at a later date.

Winter Chores
    Fertilize pansies and other cool season annuals; keep the pansies deadheaded and they
will continue to bloom.  It’s hard to believe we will ever need to water again, but if the
ground does dry out, plants might need supplemental water.
   Winter annuals can be planted as long as the next few day’s  temperatures are to stay
above 40 degrees.  Dianthus, viola, snapdragon, pansy, ornamental kale, English daisy and
parsley may be planted on a sunny day and watered immediately.  Buy the 3 inch or larger
containers, not 6 packs if you plant in winter.  Cover these plants with a loose layer of pine
straw during very cold, windy weather.
    Daffodils are up already, they should be fine but you might want to cover with pine
straw during extreme temperature drops.  Lawns don’t need fertilizing this month and
pruning of trees and shrubs is not required either.  Keep any leaves that might blow onto
your lawn removed.
   This is a good time to think about reducing the size of your lawn.  Remove the grass
from poor growing areas and replace with mulch, mondo grass, periwinkle, pachysandra,
etc.  Cut back ornamental grasses to about 12 - 24 inches to prepare for spring growth.
Wait until February or March to plant new perennials.       With so many Knock- Out roses
in Fairfield Plantation, here a few things to remember.  They don’t need any extra care in
winter.  In later winter/early spring while the plant is still dormant, remove any dead or
damaged wood, do a little shaping and take out some of the interior stems to aid air
circulation.  Every 2 or 3 years remove about 1/3 of the old branches to stimulate new,
fresh growth.  No need to worry about cutting back to an outward facing leaf bud as with
other types; just lop them down to the desired size.  As long as the ground is not frozen or
saturated with water you can plant shrubs this month.  Water new plantings when necessary
and apply a 2 inch layer of mulch – do not pile the mulch up against the trunk.
