Town Hall Meeting

   A Town Hall meeting will be held Febru-
ary 8th at 6:30pm at the Country Club to
discuss the Lot Combining issue. There has
been feedback both pro and con from prop-
erty owners.
   The meeting will be conducted by the Lot
Management Committee and property own-
ers will have the opportunity to either voice
their support or opposition to the motion
to rescind the previous motion of August
1999 which permits combining of adjacent
lots into one lot.

Thank You Volunteers
   The final day for voting on the Amendment to the Declaration of Restrictions was on
December 31.  After four long, hard years of work and tremendous effort by many volun-
teers in this community, the Amendment has passed!
   With validation of lots in Fairfield Plantation being 3272, we needed 1636 votes plus
one, or 1637 yes votes to pass.  We finished with 1648 yes votes (an excess of 12 votes).
   For many of you this effort started more than four years ago.  The final tally is in and has
been validated by our accounting firm and signed documentation has been forwarded to
our attorneys for the amendment filing with Carroll County.
   Congratulations to all who have worked so hard and chased every vote with tireless
determination.  A task that has never before been accomplished by this community,  has
been completed by this core of hard working community friends and neighbors!
Great job by all !!

The following is the actual amendment wording:
  These Restrictions may be amended by the affirmative vote, or written consent, or com-
bination thereof, of the then record owners of two-thirds (2/3) of such residential lots who
vote, either in person at a meeting called for such purpose or by written ballot, provided,
however that a quorum for such vote shall be at least one-third (1/3) of the then record
owners of residential lots within Fairfield.

Call to Order  – President Rick Fleeharty called the
meeting to order at 7:30 pm, at the Recreation Center
since the Country Club was being refurbished and was
unavailable.  A quorum was established, with seven
Board members present.  Jim Mathis was running late,

but would attend, and John Watson was out of the country. First-time attendees were
welcomed and introduced themselves.
Secretary’s Report – Dana Hubbard. The minutes of the December 2009 Board Meeting
were approved as distributed and entered into permanency.
Treasurer’s Report – Jim Perkins for Jim Mathis.  The Financial Summary and some of
the details of the finances were discussed briefly. The Board is monitoring cash flow, both
current and projected, very closely.  Year-to-date, POA income and expense are very close
to Budget. The Golf and Country Club had a bad December, based upon the poor weather,
and the seasonal banquets which had been committed to by the previous management at
below-cost contracts, in many cases. The good news is that collections of past due
assessments are up, thanks to good work by our attorneys and Christy.  Complete financial
informational reports are available in the POA office.
President’s Report – Rick Fleeharty. The recent snow and ice storm brought out the best
in our security group (SPA), the Fire Department and many volunteers. Although up to 150
cars were stranded throughout the two-day period, there were no injuries associated with
the storm.
Operations Manager Report – Christy Borden (See separate article on page 4).

Old Business:
New Declarations Amendment – Rick Fleeharty announced that the deadline of December
31st had passed for the amendment to the Declaration of Restrictions, and the change has
been officially passed, validated by our accounting personnel, signed by the necessary
officials, and is now in the hands of our attorneys. Once again, he recognized the many
volunteers who worked so hard over the past four years to bring about this change – which
had never been done before. Now, with some  restrictions, our governing documents can be
changed by a 2/3 affirmative vote of those lots voting after proper notification of all lot
owners. It was emphasized that no changes have yet been made to the documents; the
amendment covered only the voting requirements to make a change.
Resolution on Lot Combining – Jim Perkins announced that the planned Board vote on
rescinding the August, 1999 resolution that permitted lot combinations by property owners
would be delayed until the February Board Meeting, in order to get more owner input on
the change. There will be a Town Hall Meeting on Monday night, February 8th, 6:30 pm at
the Country Club, for this purpose.  (See separate article on page 1).
North Star Implementation – Jim Perkins announced that this is the name for a new
software system being implemented beginning February 1st. This system will allow all of
Fairfield Plantation to have one system for all financial activities, regardless of where in
Fairfield Plantation the activity occurs. Residents with an outstanding balance will receive
a consolidated statement, rather than several statements. Much better financial information
and control is expected, but – as with all new systems – some problems during the transition
may be experienced.   Your patience is requested as progress is being made.

New Business
2010-2011 Budget Update - Jim Perkins stated that this Committee is now a 12-month
activity, and that all the various  POA Committees have been requested to provide a monthly
forecast of costs for the coming 12-month period, as well as a yearly forecast for the next
four years, giving us a five-year horizon on costs. He emphasized that no decisions have
been made yet on the coming assessment, and will not be made until all the committee input
has been received, and cost estimates have been analyzed, discussed, debated and challenged.
He urged property owners to give their input to the various committees, including the Budget
Committee.  The Budget Committee is composed of seven property owners, of which four
are not members of the Board. Assessments for the coming year will be announced at the
March Board Meeting, as required by our governing documents.

Plantation Travel Club

Motion on Appraisals – Jim Mathis, Treasurer stated that we should have the Marina
and Beach facilities appraised by a qualified appraiser, so that we can be ready  if we have
to borrow money to cover the shortfall created by storm damage. His motion to authorize
the cost of the two appraisals passed unanimously.
Country Club/Marina/Beach Pavilion General Management – Dana Hubbard has
been chair of a three-person task force to find a new General Manager for the above
facilities since our relationship with the previous management group, H&A Financial, was
dissolved on November 1, 2009.  Since that time, Chadene Carr, Board member, has been
serving as the General Manager at no cost to the  Association. She has done a fabulous job
during this difficult time, and deserves our appreciation.
   The task force (Dana, Pat Grizzard, and Doug Hines) have conducted a rigorous national
search for new General Management. Over 140 responses were received,which included
several interested residents. These were categorized and sorted, phone interviews with
seven candidates were held, and  in-person interviews were scheduled with four candidates,
one withdrew at the last minute. Ten specific questions were asked of each candidate, and
responses were scored and analyzed.
   The  recommendation to the Board for the new General Manager is Chadene Carr.
Reasons for the selection were given in detail.
  The motion to select Chadene Carr as the General Manager of the G&CC, Marina and
Beach was passed by the Board, seven to one.
   Since our by-laws do not allow Board members to be employed by the Association,
Chadene will immediately step down from her Board position.(see full article page 5).
Committee and Task Force Reports:
   All 14 committees are working on their five-year budget requests in conjunction with
their Strategic Plans. Other highlights of the various committee reports include:
Lot Management Committee Chair, Jim Perkins reported plans to seek an exclusive
arrangement with a realtor group to help in marketing the 214 lots owned by the POA.  A
Request for Proposal is being developed, and will be sent to realtors who market properties
in Fairfield Plantation. Approvals by the Board on pricing, selection of an exclusive realtor,
and other aspects of this plan will be sought at a future Board Meeting.
Country Club Committee Chair, Chadene Carr  urged all to attend the Grand Re-
Opening of the Country Club on Friday, January 22, after several days of modifications
and sprucing up.
 Fire Department Committee, Chadene and Fire Department representatives accepted
a $500 check from the Fairfield Women’s Club, in appreciation for all they have done for
the community recently. Tammy Priest presented the check.
Greens Committee Chair, Pat Grizzard said she has received many questions about the
recent cold snap and the effect on our greens. The most critical greens were covered, and
although our clay-based greens still need to be rebuilt, they may actually come out better
than other courses that have sand-based greens.  It has been years since the Southeast has
had this type of cold weather, so we will just have to wait. Our grasses were very healthy
going into dormancy, so we have a good chance to get out of this with minimal if any
damage.
 Recreation Committee, Pat Grizzard reported that Tonya McGhee has volunteered to
take on the task of making the Recreation Center more enjoyable for all residents and
time-share visitors. ( See separate article on page 11)
 Lakes and Dams Committee, Chair Doug Hines asked for and received a moment of
silence in memory of a great friend and lakefront resident of Fairfield Plantation, Dr. Bill
Pottorf, who died suddenly this past week.
    Later, he reported that, while our dams appear to have not been damaged  significantly
by the flood, the spillways have received considerable damage.  We are using all available
expert knowledge to help determine the best course of action on the spillways. Repair
estimates could be up to a million dollars, and timing is another big question mark.
Adjournment
The Board Meeting was adjourned so the Property Owner’s Forum could begin. Several
residents spoke to the Board on issues of interest to them.

        Closings/Collections
   There were a total of 12 property closings in Fairfield  Plantation
during December. There are currently 13 homes under construction.
There are 1,788 homes/condos within the community, 223 are
occupied by renters. Merino and Jarvis had an amazing December

by collecting $19,034.16 in past due assessments. There are currently 581 accounts in
collections with 377 being 3 years or older, 114 owing for two years and 90 owing this
year’s assessments.
    While we cannot predict next year’s assessment at this time, for those property owners
that prefer payment plans, please be advised that we welcome payments towards the 2010
assessments at any time.  These payments will be applied to your account and placed in the
reserve account for next year.  This will potentially give property owners four months to
pay towards the 2010 assessment. Currently, the association has collected $5,231.05 in
prepaid assessments.

Disaster Update and Recovery Plans
   Emergency repairs continue as we expect this to carry on well throughout this fiscal year
and continue into the next fiscal year. Our maintenance department continues to discover
and repair erosion and culvert issues throughout the community. Engineer Greg Dewberry
has been retained to oversee the repairs by Gormon Construction on Lakeview Parkway at
the Nature Trail.  All equipment and materials have been delivered to the site; however,
the project has been delayed due to EPD requirements placed on the Carroll County Water
Authority regarding the sewer line repairs. Executive Director Matt Windom stated that
they had finally received word from the EPD late last week and the CCWA will have to
“flush” the force main with creek water prior to repairing the main by pumping the creek
water through the force main from the wastewater plant to the land application site on
Little Vine Church Road.  By doing this, any water that is released to the creek at the repair
site will be creek water instead of treated wastewater.   The creek water used will come
from the wastewater plant site and will not affect Fairfield Plantation lakes or grounds.
They are working to obtain the necessary pumps to transfer the creek water to complete
the “flush”.  They hope that they will have the work completed toward the end of next
week but this is contingent upon the pumps being delivered this week. Once the CCWA
has repaired the sewer lines, then Gormon will be able to proceed with the remaining road
repairs.  Fairfield Plantation’s Geotechnical Engineering Firm of Record, Schnabel
Engineering has asked Georgia Safe Dams for an extension to submit the Lake Tara spillway
repair plan which was due December 31st because they are still completing soil research in
these areas and have not received the lab results.

FEMA/SBA/First Georgia
   On January 11, Fairfield Plantation received notice from FEMA that because this is a
private, gated community, under their guidelines we are not eligible for assistance.  Disaster
Recovery Consultants, Adjusters International, which is composed of experts such as former
New Orleans City Attorney and Risk Manager Paul Romoni who was instrumental with
the recovery efforts during the Hurricane Katrina devastation, is currently researching, at
no cost to the POA, our ability to win an appeal concerning this decision.
   The association is still involved in the loan process with the Small Business Administration
by continuing to submit various requested documents. As of today, the association has not
received word from SBA regarding the approval or denial for this loan. As the repairs have
reached over $263,000.00 which was not budgeted, the association may also seek a short
term loan through First Georgia Bank by using the Beach and/or the Marina as collateral.
The association is exploring every possible avenue to rebuild our community yet remain
fiscally sound.

   Thank you to our Volunteer Fire Department, Southern Protection Agency and the POA
Maintenance Department for the many long, cold hours spent helping our residents through
our recent road issues caused by the snow and ice.
   We are very fortunate to have such dedicated workers and volunteers that serve and truly
care about our community and its residents.

Smiles For The New Year
Since it’s the early worm that gets eaten by
the bird, sleep late.
When everything’s coming your way, you’re
in the wrong lane.

The POA dissolved our relationship with H&A
Financial, November 1st.   Since that time, Board
member Chadene Carr has acted as the interim
General Manager of the club.  She took this
unpaid role during one of the busiest times of
the year as the club literally had functions
everyday during the holiday season.  Chadene
worked at the club everyday in addition to her
real job, and pulled the last 3 months off without
a hitch.   During this time, the search for a
permanent General Manager for our club was
being conducted.
   The job posting on websites yielded over 140
responses. We also had several inquiries from
interested residents.  The committee placed
resumes 3 categories 1. Not qualified for the
position, 2. Some experience and qualifications

3. Strong candidate.   We carved out candidates who were clearly overqualified and ended
up with 7 strong candidates.  We next conducted phone interviews and further reduced it
to 4 candidates (3 from outside and one resident). One candidate canceled so we ended up
with three.
   During the interviews, the candidate responses to the questions were scored by each
committee member.  We discussed and captured each candidate’s strengths and areas needing
development. By following this process, we were able to confidently make a
recommendation to the board for a new General Manager, Chadene Carr.
There were numerous reasons for this selection.  We feel we need someone in this position
that the community trusts and respects, someone who loves the community and understands
and appreciates our residents.  Anyone else we hired would have taken at least a year to get
to this point – if ever.

 1. We felt the other candidates would come to the position with a “business as usual”
or  “status quo” attitude.  We need someone whose goal is to get the club where it
needs to be.  Chadene is very focused, strategically thinking and goal oriented.

2. She has very strong relationships with top business owners in Carroll County and
will be able to attract new business (golf and club house events) through those
contacts

3. Chadene has the ability to go into a business and completely turn it around.  All
businesses she has owned have been extremely profitable.

4. In the interview, she presented a very strong marketing plan.
5. Her compensation will be considerably less than what we paid CMA or H&A to run

the club and marina.  In addition it is significantly less that we would have to pay
the other General Managers we interviewed.

   He was born in Tacoma Park, Mary-
land; and served in the United States
Army during the Viet Nam conflict.
   Bill received his Bachelors’ and Mas-
ters’ degrees from California State Uni-
versity, and his Doctorate of Dental
Surgery from Loma Linda University.
   While completing his undergraduate
studies, he supported his family by work-
ing for a cement contracting company.
   He was a well-known dentist in
Carrollton for 25 years, and went by
the name of “Painless Pottorf”.
   Bill was a very outgoing person who
made friends easily.  He played racquet-
ball daily, and his hobbies included
pontoon boating and travelling with
family and friends.  He was an avid
member of the Lakers, and an enthusi-
astic supporter of  the Georgia Tech
Yellowjackets football team, always
attending their home games.
   Bill was a membr of many profes-
sional dental organizations in the area,
as well as the Carrollton Kiwanis Club
and a board member of the Carroll
County Sheriff’ s Citizen Committee.
   In addition to Peggy, his wife of 40
years, Bill is survived by two sons:
Dr. William (BJ) Pottorf of Cinncinnati,
Ohio; Dr. Shawn Pottorf of Selden, New
York; sisters Catherine Wright, and
Patricia Clark, and one granddaughter.

Child Passenger
 Safety Week

   Motor vehicle crashes are the number one
killers of children age 2-14.  Many people
believe that children who have outgrown
child safety seats should use safety belts.
This is not true.  Safety belts which are de-
signed for adults, won’t fully restrain many
children in a crash.  Those children need a
booster seat, which raisesthem up so the
safety belt fits-and protects them.
   The National Highway Traffic Safety Ad-
ministration (NHTSA) recommends booster
seats for children from about age 4 and 40
pounds to at least age 8, unless the child is
4- feet-9 inches tall.  NHTSA estimates that
booster seats are used by 10 to 20 percent
of the children who should be in them.
   Child Passenger Safety Week which runs
February 8-14, is about saving the lives of
our children and serving our community.
   We ask residents to always observe the
warnings issued by the NHTSA and take the
necessary precautions to ensure the safety
of their younger  passengers.
    The recent ice/snow storm should serve
as a reminder that an accident can happen
at any time on any road.
   A popular rule when using child restraints
should be the rule of 5/50/50….

5 years old-50 pounds- 50 inches
   If children do not meet all three of these
requirements, they should be restrained in
an approved booster seat or altered seat belt.
   We look forward to the upcoming months
where we can help make our community a
safer place for everyone.

Hurry Up Spring
   Mother Nature has not been kind to us
this fall and winter so we may see some
damaged landscape come spring.  Don’t be
too quick to remove or prune shrubs and
trees; make sure they are really dead.
   Pansies have had a hard time, but keep
them deadheaded and fertilized and they
should perk up soon.  Time to prune Crape
Myrtles; just don’t cut back too drastically.
You can prune overgrown abelias and
nandinas, remove a third of the oldest stems
at ground level.
    Just DO NOT prune spring flowering
shrubs until they finish blooming.  Daffodils
and other early spring bulbs will begin to
bloom in February, give them some time
release fertilizer.  Take advantage of any
warm days to clean-up your flower beds.
Cut back dead stalks of perennials.
    Bare root roses can be planted this
month.  Deer love to eat roses so if they are
a problem in your area spray with repellent
each week.  Existing roses should be pruned
between now and March 15.
   Cut back Lirope and monkey grass, some
people use their lawn mower to cut it to
about three inches.
    Hopefully spring will be here soon.
